Newton has 
exhibited at Sotheby’s New York, the Mexic-Arte Museum, and Flatbed Press, among others. She 
was a finalist for the AXA Art Prize in 2024 and is a 2025–2026 recipient of the Robert Blackburn 
Printmaking Award from the Elizabeth Foundation for the Arts. Her work is held in private collections 
in New York, Pennsylvania, and Texas.
